@ To Read/Watch in the Library
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OYou can read books and magazines freely. To read closed-stack documents,
make your application at the service counter or children’s counter.

OYou can read electronic books on a dedicated terminal in the library.

OYou can watch DVDs and video tapes in an audiovisual booth for up to 3 hours
per person. Make your reservation from a seat reservation terminal.

OMicrofilms of old newspapers and documents can be used in the microfilm
reading room.

Make your application at the service counter on the second floor.

OUse the silent reading room if you want quietly to research, study, or read a
book. Make your reservation from a seat reservation terminal.

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OTo borrow Items from the library, a library user card is necessary. Apply for the
card at the service counter or children’s counter, submitting a document that
indicates your address and name.

OThose from some cities and towns in the prefecture can use their basic
resident registration card as a library card by separately making registration.

OYou can borrow up to 10 books or magazines for up to 15 days or three
audiovisual materials for up to 8 days. You can extend the loan period only once
only if the period has not expired and no one has made reservation for the items.

OBy using an automatic lending machine, you can go through formalities for
borrowing books, magazines, and video tapes by yourself. For other Items, go
through formalities at the service counter on the first floor.

OWhen returning Items, bring them to the service counter or children's counter. After the
library is closed, use the book drop. Bring to the counter fragile materials such as DVDs
and video tapes, items borrowed from other library, within the opening hours.

OElectronic books can be borrowed and returned on the website of the Library.

@ To Find and Request

OBy using a search terminal, you can search an item from the catalogue and
collection of this library.

OYou can make a reservation for an item that is being borrowed. Make
reservation at the service counter or children’s counter. Receive the reserved
items at the pick-up corner.

ORequest when the item is not available in this library, it may be obtained by purchase or
available from other libraries through interlibrary loan services. Consult us for details.

If you bring your own computer, you
can access to the internet service.

OAn application for the reference service is accepted via e-mail, FAX, and
phone. A reference acceptance form is available on our website.

@ For Visually Disabled People

OProxy reading service is available at the reading help for special needs room.
(Every Friday, 13:00 to 15:00, advance application needed)

OYou can search and obtain recorded audio-books owned by member organiza-
tions of “Sapie Library” online network system for visually disabled people.

OAn image-enlarging video system, voice read-out system, daisy player, and
Braille printer are available.

ORecorded audio-books can be lent by mail (to those with grade 1 or 2 visual disability).

OA separate registration is needed to use above services. Consult the counter.

@ Other services

OWheelchairs and strollers are lent for use in the library building. Ask at the
nearest counter.

OWheelchair seats are available.

OA multipurpose lavatory is available on each floor (for ostomates and wheel-
chair users).

OShisei Umemura Library: 7,461 movie-related documents collected by Shisei Umemura,
famous speaker in the early Showa era, in his lifetime (precious library which cannot be lent).
OClassical Chinese books and national literature: 15,831 block-printed Japanese books
including documents owned by “Kitenkan”, a school in Edo era, and collection of Kaichiro

Nezu, a businessman in Meiji era (precious library which cannot be lent).

OHireshi Ogino Library: Collection of picture books and “prop-up books” of the world donated
by Hiroshi Ogino when a new prefectural library was prepared in 2008 (some cannot be lent).
